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GOD’S CHILD Benefit Concert: Record Donations

  

The crowd that attended the March 26 concert was treated to the big sounds of the Cathedral Church musicians giving their time for the benefit of Patrick Atkinson’s 1,017 children currently in The GOD’S CHILD Project in Guatemala. 

The 6th Annual benefit concert raised $ 3,037 and set a record for donations. 

Patrick Atkinson, the project’s founder, spoke of the children who were rescued from the streets – children who are no longer involved in poverty, prostitution, stealing and street gangs.  Patrick said they struggled to fight off Satan’s forces that would stop their program but had survived the attacks of violence, bullets, and rumors.  “The fight is stressful and exhausting, but encouraging,” said Patrick 

The children of the project wrote and recorded a song called The Dreamer Center Hymn, which Patrick played for the audience on Sunday afternoon. 

The chorus goes like this: 

            “We will be the future in which all of the us can trust
            We will be that light that will shine
            We will be the pioneers of the future and the family
            We will be real dreamers” 

The concert musicians sang a variety of pieces, played classical music on horn, trombone, oboe, English horn and flute and wowed the audience with organ and piano duet, Lord of the Dance.  Participating musicians included Teri Fay Storhaug, Sue Forster, Julie Ternes, Shawn and Allison Brink, Jeand and Scott Gefroh, The Dunn Family Singers, Cheryl and Jon Baumann, Muriel Mahoney, Linda Schmidt, Deirdre Fay and Marnie Kraft. 

The concert concluded with the Dunn Family Singers performing the upbeat song Praise His Holy Name.  Following the concert one attendee mentioned that the sanctuary lighting had changed several times during the concert because of clouds moving across the sky, but the crucifix hanging above the musicians remained lighted.  It did have a glow about it, one more reminder of God’s light illuminating The GOD’S CHILD Project.
